The article examines the role of small and medium-sized enterprises (SMES) in
ensuring economic resilience and regional development in Ukraine in the context of
post-war transformation. The aim of the article is to substantiate the role of SMEs as
a key factor in securing economic resilience and regional development during
Ukraines post-war transformation, taking into account current challenges,
institutional changes, and the necessity of implementing an inclusive approach. The
impact of external (socio-cultural and institutional) and internal (personal-resource)
environments on the development trajectories of SMEs is substantiated. The study
identifies key processes that enhance the adaptability, innovativeness, strategic
flexibility, and resilience of SMEs under conditions of high uncertainty and economic

turbulence. A scenario analysis is conducted to determine alternative development



pathways for SMEs, distinguishing between optimistic scenarios (innovation-driven
growth and social integration) and negative scenarios (economic stagnation and
increased inequality). The optimistic scenario is conditioned by the synergy of
favorable institutional policies, access to financial and technological resources, and
SMEs’ internal capacity for adaptation and innovation. Conversely, the negative
scenario arises from persistent external barriers and internal vulnerabilities. The
article offers practical recommendations for the formation of state and regional
policies aimed at supporting SMEs as key participants in sustainable recovery. These
recommendations include ensuring regulatory predictability and deregulation,
expanding access to finance, promoting the development of regional entrepreneurial
ecosystems, advancing digitalization and innovation, strengthening inclusive
entrepreneurship initiatives, and improving risk management systems. The
conclusions emphasize that the effective integration of SMEs into national and global
economic systems is crucial for Ukraines sustainable recovery and long-term socio-
economic resilience. The prospects for further research are outlined in the direction
of improving instruments for entrepreneurial support and strengthening inclusive

mechanisms of economic development.
