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The study is devoted to the formation of ethnic tolerance among students in a multi-ethnic society. It
analyses the factors that influence tolerant attitudes and assesses the role of education in fostering
intercultural openness. The results are aimed at developing recommendations for counteracting intolerance
and strengthening social cohesion.

Problem statement. In today's world, where globalization and migration
processes contribute to the growth of ethnocultural diversity, the issue of ethnic
tolerance is becoming particularly important. As an active part of society, students
play a key role in shaping intercultural dialogue and harmonious coexistence in a
multinational environment. In the context of growing ethnic conflicts, xenophobia,
and discrimination in various countries around the world, fostering a tolerant attitude



toward representatives of other ethnic groups among young people is an important
task for ensuring social stability and peace.

In Ukraine, which is characterized by a multinational population and a complex
history of interethnic relations, the problem of fostering ethnic tolerance among
students is particularly relevant. Young people studying in higher education
institutions often encounter intercultural interactions, which requires them to have a
high level of openness, respect, and understanding of ethnic differences. At the same
time, insufficient ethnic tolerance can lead to stereotyping, prejudice, and conflict,
which negatively affects social cohesion. Research on ethnic tolerance among
students is relevant because it allows us to identify factors that influence the
formation of a tolerant worldview, evaluate the effectiveness of educational programs
in this area, and develop practical recommendations for their improvement.

The purpose of this article is to study the factors influencing the formation of
ethnic tolerance among students and to assess the role of the educational environment
in fostering intercultural openness and respect for ethnic diversity in a multi-ethnic
society.

Research results. In modern Ukrainian society, the issue of fostering ethnic
tolerance is becoming particularly important. Globalization processes, migration
movements, military events, and informational influences are shaping a new
sociocultural reality in which the ability to interact harmoniously with representatives
of different ethnic groups is an integral part of civic maturity and professional
competence for young people. Ethnic tolerance is an important condition for social
stability, national security, and the effective development of a multicultural society.

Contemporary Ukrainian researchers (G. Soldatova, L. Pochebut, O. Lutsenko,
N. Dukhnevich, I. Karas and others) consider ethnic tolerance to be an integrative
personal characteristic that combines cognitive, emotional-evaluative, and
behavioural components and ensures constructive interethnic interaction. Scientific
works emphasize that the formation of ethnic tolerance is closely linked to the
development of cultural competence, empathy, humanistic values, and civic
awareness among students [3]. In the context of martial law and social
transformations, Ukrainian scholars note the strengthening of the role of national
identity, which is simultaneously combined with the preservation of interethnic
solidarity and the desire for dialogue. Problematic issues remain in the development
of unified methods for diagnosing ethnic tolerance, the insufficient number of
longitudinal studies, and the need to implement effective educational programs aimed
at developing the intercultural competence of students in Ukraine [2].

In Ukrainian scientific tradition, ethnic tolerance is interpreted as an integrative
personality trait that encompasses cognitive, emotional-evaluative, and behavioral
components. It reflects the level of an individual's readiness to accept representatives



of other ethnic groups, respect their cultural values and traditions, and engage in
constructive interethnic interaction. The formation of such a quality is a complex and
lengthy process, determined by a combination of individual psychological
characteristics, social experience, upbringing, and the influence of the educational
environment [4].

Scientific research by Ukrainian scholars emphasizes that one of the key
factors in the formation of ethnic tolerance is the educational environment of higher
education institutions. It is the university that serves as a sociocultural environment in
which young students not only acquire professional knowledge but also learn
humanistic values and how to communicate in a multicultural environment.
According to empirical observations, students who participate in intercultural
projects, volunteer initiatives, or study in multinational groups demonstrate higher
levels of empathy, social responsibility, and tolerance [5].

At the same time, today's youth face several challenges that complicate the
process of developing ethnic tolerance. First, the growth of information flow and the
spread of stereotypes in the media lead to a distorted perception of representatives of
other ethnic groups. Second, social networks are becoming not only a space for
intercultural communication, but also a source of intolerance and aggression.
Research [4] draws attention to the phenomenon of digital intolerance, which
manifests itself in the form of hate speech, discriminatory comments, and alienation
in virtual communities. Thirdly, the socio-political situation caused by the state of
war is forming a new identification structure, where the importance of national
identity is growing, but at the same time there is a risk of increasing intergroup
differences.

Despite these difficulties, today's youth in Ukraine demonstrate a tendency to
preserve interethnic solidarity, which manifests itself in volunteer movements,
cultural initiatives, and civic activism. Young people view national unity not as a
denial of ethnic diversity, but as a foundation for mutual respect, cooperation, and
collective responsibility for a shared future [1].

Among the prospects for fostering ethnic tolerance, the development of
innovative pedagogical strategies aimed at developing students' intercultural
competence stands out. Effective forms include tolerance training, interactive
intercultural classes, social projects, exchanges, discussion clubs, participation in
international programs, and volunteer initiatives. An important condition is to ensure
the practical orientation of such activities, where students not only acquire theoretical
knowledge about tolerance but also could interact directly with representatives of
different cultural groups.

An equally important area is the integration of digital education into the
process of fostering ethnic tolerance. It is necessary to develop critical thinking skills,



digital ethics, and a culture of communication in virtual space. This will help
overcome information barriers, develop safe and responsible communication skills,
and reduce the influence of destructive media narratives.

In conclusion, it should be noted that fostering ethnic tolerance among students
IS an important factor in consolidating Ukrainian society in the face of military and
social challenges. This process requires a holistic approach that combines the
cultivation of humanistic values, the development of empathy, the creation of a safe
educational environment, and the introduction of innovative forms of intercultural
interaction. It is precisely this strategy that will enable the cultivation of a generation
of young people capable of dialogue, mutual respect, and constructive coexistence in
a multicultural world.

Conclusions and prospects for further research. The conducted analysis
allows us to conclude that the formation of ethnic tolerance among student youth is a
multifaceted process that integrates psychological, pedagogical, and social
dimensions. The educational environment of higher education institutions plays a
crucial role in shaping these qualities, as it creates conditions for intercultural
dialogue, social experience exchange, and the acquisition of values of mutual respect
and cooperation.

Prospects for further research lie in the development of practical
recommendations for educational institutions on improving programs for fostering
ethnic tolerance, introducing intercultural initiatives, and strategies for preventing
prejudice. The results obtained can contribute to strengthening social cohesion,
integrating young people into a globalized society, and preventing ethnic conflicts,
which gives them significant scientific and practical importance.
