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Abstract. The problem of effective financial relations formation in the economic system of
Ukraine is researched. The monitor of financial stability of Ukrainian economy is represented
and its main imbalances are found. It is determined that the financial proportions should
ensure the simultaneous achievement of two main objectives: creating a sufficient amount of
funds for the realization of economic, social, political and other featutres of the modern state;
formation of funds of economic entities and households at a level sufficient to meet their
needs and providing extended playback. On the basis of provided research the main problems
of institutional structure of financial relations in Ukraine are formulated.
