Pometun etc. One of the methods of developing critical thinking is hexagonal learning or the “hexagon” method. The author of this method is a British
history teacher Russell Tarr. In Ukraine, this method is still not widespread among teachers. But in our opinion, this phenomenon is temporary and
after some time teachers of all industries will use it. The purpose of the article: to reveal the possibilities of using hexagonal learning in history lessons
in secondary and high school. Among the advantages of hexagonal learning can be distinguished: effective systematization of the material; visual
representation of theoretical material; interactivity; organization of work in groups, pairs, individually; implementation of an active and differentiated
approaches to learning; activization of students, achieving the inclusion of each child in the lesson; adaptability to various age groups; development of
spatial and abstract thinking; effective implementation of the developmental potential of a particular lesson; for the implementation, desks and paper
patterns of hexagons are enough. Using this method attracts students of different ages, promotes the development of creative and critical thinking, and
also provides answers to questions: how to summarize and systematize educational material in a short period of time? how to establish connections
between concepts and events, look for evidence and build certain algorithms? how to activate students in the lesson? how to manage a group process?

In the national science this problem is poorly researched and animation
is mostly understood in the context of leisure direction (O. Bezpalko, M. Holovatyi, A. Kapska, M. Panasyuk and others). Social animator does not act
as a pear leader but as a consultant, advisor or assistant, which helps create the conditions for awakening thoughts, decision-making and action. It is
determined that in the professional activity the social animator implements specific functions, namely: diagnostic, prognostic, organizing, mediating,
propaganda, preventive, social-pedagogical, informative-educational. It has been researched that the social animator aims at socio-cultural formation
of the personality under new cultural values, social and cultural norms, etc., which are not included in the school curriculum. The general requirements
that are put forward in the professional work of social animators have been analyzed. It has been emphasized that social groups which need the help of
a social animator are: children left without parental care, migrants, at risk pears, people of elderly age and with disabilities.
