INTRODUCTION

Formulation of the problem. The Scientific
Library of Mukachevo State University is an information
centre and foundation for research and educational
processes. By the end of the 1990s the book itself was the
main source of knowledge, and library was the place for
storing and receiving the literature. Ukraine’s integration
into world community and its focus on European research
and education space updated the problem of increasing the
significance of libraries in educational process [1].
Libraries assumed information support of education and
science processes in these conditions. Information support
of the reader is the providing of information that was found
during work in meeting information needs of the student
and represented as convenient information product.

Analysis of recent research. Question regarding
necessity of search and creation of new methods of library
and information support of library users was repeatedly
considered in science environment. The problem of
meeting information needs is highlighted in the works of
Ye. Yevtiukhina, D. Korotkova. Considering certain
aspects of this problem V. Ilhaieva and D. Kohotkov made
conclusion that user’s information needs are closely related
to university’s specialization, information consumer’s
characteristics and interests [5].

The aim of the study is the reasoning transformaloh
of the libraiy as educational, cultural and information
center and its role in information support of students and
teachers.

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Acquisition of collection of the Scientific Library of
Mukachevo State University, transformation of new and
implementation of new services in the library are based on
information needs of library users, in particular students
and teachers of Faculty of Economics, Management and
Engineering.

The most important characteristics of contemporary
university's library are its collection’s completeness (with
printed and electronic editions), a wide range of periodicals
and educational literature, availability of electronic
catalogue and Internet access* availability of digital
reading rooms, institutional repositories and informative
modem website of the library.

Implementing new forms of service and new forms
of library collection acquisition, library staff members
don’t forget about traditional forms and they take care of
storing valuable scientific and educational literature of
economics field. Digitization of these documents makes
possible to use them by greater number of readers and
saves them from destruction.

Connecting two methods of information support of
students of economic specialties: the use of internal
resources of the library and the use of remote external
resources enables the library to cover more complete
amount of information flows. For the purpose of finding
information by particular reader, libraries work on received
printed and electronic resources and provide the access to
finished information product that is convenient for the
reader.

The basis of information support of students and
teachers of the university is created by internal resources of
the library: textbooks, monographs, educational and
leaching publications in printed and electronic formats.
Educational collection is formed by cooperation of
departments and by joint analysis of problems. For
convenience and promptness of information providing on
the library's website a new page was created which is titled
"Remote Acquisition of Documents”, with the help of
which university’s scientific and pedagogical staff
©embers follow the novelties of publishing companies and
after studying of courses' information support and its
analysis, make an online order of publications which are
accessary for educational process support. The collection
of literature in the field of economics in the Scientific
Library of Mukachevo State University consists of more
than 10 thousand copies today.

Periodicals collection is an important tool of
scientific communication. It offsets gaps in books
collections especially in the aspect of providing scientific,
practical science or popular science information promptly.
For the purpose of balanced acquisition, the library
collection is enriched with printed and electronic
publications by providing the access to electronic
publications in the university's network. Periodicals
collection in the field of economics consists of 57 titles and
the access to 20 electronic periodicals is obtained
nowadays.

Institutional repository is an efficient way of
university's information environment support. Its database
is being created by accumulating, systematizing and
storing university community's intellectual products in
electronic format by providing open access to them by
?neans of Internet technology and by disseminating these

documents in the environment of world science community
[3]. The scientific library's repository collection consists of
more than 6 thousand works; in particular 2 thousand of
them are documents in the area of economics.

Website of the Scientific Library of Mukachevo
State University is modern and accessible information
resource, which serves as an "entrance" into virtual library.
It informs library users about new arrivals and announces

scientific and educational events. Since 2014 the website ;

provides online services:

"Virtual Help" is the service that makes possible for
library user to ask a library specialist a question about
assigning UDC and LBC, to learn about availability of
necessary literature at the library, to make reference list
according to requirements from any place where there is
Internet connection.

The service "Remote Ordering of Electronic
Document” makes it possible to work with the document.
The service is convenient as the readers have an
opportunity to order needed document (paper, book, etc.)
right from home or office where they work. External
students showed special interest in this service.

Information service is improved by many other
services provided by the scientific library's website, such
as electronic catalogue, digital reading room, virtual
exhibition, regulatory and legal documents, online
resources of periodicals, consulting centre and other.

But no library is able to ensure users' inquiries fully.
That is why libraries of higher educational establishments
provide open access to world digital libraries, enter into
contracts regarding long-term use, obtain temporary access
to them, and that extends completeness of information
support. For the purpose of providing full access to world
digital libraries "Digital Reading Room" was created in the
Scientific Library of Mukachevo State University. With
free access to Internet by means of Wi-Fi students receive
password from the library staff member to enter digital
libraries, and they get additional opportunity to work with
printed book and electronic resource simultaneously. That
improves the quality of their studies significantly.

Access to various resources and extension of
services requires forming of information culture - the
student’s ability to operate with different sources of
information, to make right choice, ability to create their
own information and use it in educational process. For this
purpose there was developed a number of events in
scientific library for enhancing students' information
culture and providing consulting help to teachers:

- introducing excursions;

- library and bibliographic lessons;

- practical training for the first year students;

-practical training for senior students: "Writing
Graduate Work™, "Scientific and Bibliographic Apparatus
of the Library - Navigator in Writing Research Papers"”,
"Writing Coursework Together";

- seminars for teachers: "Researcher's Profile in

Google Scholar", "Scopus: to Help the Researcher".
